Many divers wish to learn in their own “Total Diving Systems” while an instructor is 
nearby to assist them with their gear.  Our staff will be able to assist you in purchasing equipment 
suited to your individual needs.  Open Water Scuba Diver Students are required to purchase the 
following pieces of dive equipment before the first class:  

 Dive Mask—Your eye to the Underwater World 

 Snorkel—Surface air supply 

 Fins with heel strap—Provides underwater propulsion 

 Neoprene Booties—Protects feet and provides warmth 

 Neoprene Gloves—Protects hands and provides warmth 

 Equipment Bag—Ensures you and your equipment arrive to the dive site together
